As the bike path ends, continue riding on the side-
walk along Alki Ave.

Alki Ave. will turn left. Continue following sidewalk.

AlKi Ave. will turn left again, turning into Beach Dr. Continue following sidewalk along Beach Dr.

Beach Dr. will intersect with 63rd Ave./Beach Dr. Turn right on sidewalk along Beach Dr.

Follow sidewalk along Beach Dr. until it dead ends. You have arrived at Lincoln Park, your turn-
around point. Optional free ride in Lincoln Park.

Follow sidewalk along Beach Dr. back the way you came towards Wheel Fun Rentals.

Beach Dr. will fork at 63rd Ave./Beach Dr. Turn left on sidewalk along Beach Dr.

Beach Dr. will turn right, turning into Alki Ave. Continue following sidewalk along Alki Ave.

Alki Ave. will turn right again. Continue following sidewalk.
